32) The female Mouflon Sheep 
from southern Europe do not 
have horns. This genetic trait 
has been incorporated into most 
of our domestic sheep today 
 
33) In parts of North America, 
the Brown Bear is known as the 
Grizzly Bear. 
 
34) The Grizzly or Brown Bear is 
native to Saskatchewan.  The 
last known Brown Bear in 
Saskatchewan was shot in 1939.
